1. Apologies were received from Couns. Mrs Josephine Spencer, James Spencer, Philip Adams, Brian Hollis and Ms Louise Laughton-Mote.
2. Chairman’s announcements
The chairman said he had two sports orientated notices to bring to the attention of members. This coming Saturday Radcliffe Olympic FC would be playing its first ever home game in the FA Cup when it entertains Wisbech Town FC.  He said the council wished the club well and congratulated it on its continuing progress to become one the leading Nottinghamshire sides. 

On Saturday September 4 the road through the village would be part of the route chosen by the Harley Owners Group for a journey for some 250 motorcycles that would take them from Thoresby to Nottingham Castle. The road would not be closed but there would be some disruption. The ride would start at Thoresby at 10.30am and the riders would be due at the castle at 3.20pm.

3. Declarations of Interest   
There were none.
4. Minutes of previous full Council meeting held on June 28, 2010, were accepted as circulated and signed by the chairman. 
5. Clerk’s report on previous minutes 
The unveiling ceremony for the plaque to mark the award of the VC in 1858 to Radcliffe-born Samuel Morley had been a great success. Five members of the Morley family had been present. The village had received a great deal of excellent publicity from the event.

Coun. Dave Smith, who had been chairman of the sub-group, said he had been delighted with the success of the event and he agreed the press had given excellent cover to it. A vote of thanks was moved to Coun. Smith for his efforts.

6. Open Session for members of the Public to raise relevant matters, limited to 15 minutes on council business
Standing Orders were suspended at 7.05pm.

Rev. Anderson said plans had been made for a special service in St Mary’s Parish Church on November 28 to link in with the switch-on of Christmas lights in the grounds of Grange Hall. All the churches in the village would have an input. Mince pies and mulled wine would be served afterwards.

Efforts were still being made for a suitable date for an intended meeting between representatives of the church and the council to look at the position in regard to the maintenance of the churchyard.

Standing Orders were reinstated at 7.11pm.
7. Police crime statistics and report

Crime report from PCSO Matt Adcock showed a total of 17 individual incidents during July such as shop thefts, cars stolen, burglary, possession of drugs and damage. In addition on one night there had been over 60 incidents of car badges being removed from vehicles and stolen. The offenders had been arrested. A recent Action Day had resulted in three motor scooter riders being ordered to have MOT’s on their machines.
8. Minutes of the Planning and Environment Committee meeting held on July 12, 2010, were presented by the chairman Coun. Rodney Brears and it was RESOLVED that the minutes be approved as presented and referred back to the committee. He mentioned the visit of the licensee of the Black Lion public house to the previous meeting and said he had welcomed her attitude towards dealing with the situation of noise from events at the premises. 
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9. Minutes of the Amenities Committee meetings held on July 19, 2010, were presented by the chairman Coun. Dave Smith and it was RESOLVED that the minutes be approved as presented and referred back to the committee. He raised the matter of parking on Vicarage Lane and said he was concerned that at times it would be impossible for a fire engine to get through to the elderly persons’ homes at the end of the lane. He said he hoped the intended meeting with the church could be arranged shortly. He praised the work that had been completed in the sports pavilion and said the facility was now excellent. He praised the Borough Council who had undertaken cleansing work on the twitchel. He moved a vote of thanks to the council staff for their efforts in keeping the village clean as part of the Best Kept Village Competition. He confirmed Radcliffe was second to Collingham in the final judging. Special thanks were accorded to the Rushcliffe Borough Council street cleaning operative and it was agreed he be invited to any of the Christmas events being held.
10. Minutes of the Grange Hall Management Committee meeting held on August 2, 2010, were presented by the chairman Coun. Mrs Melanie McKechnie and it was RESOLVED that the minutes be approved as presented and referred back to the committee. She said she was pleased the council had agreed to support the additional sound equipment as requested by John Spray. She thanked those who had been involved in running the Fun Day event.
11. Minutes of the Finance and General Purposes Committee meeting held on August 16, 2010, were presented by the chairman Coun. Gordon Moore and it was RESOLVED that the minutes be approved as presented and referred back to the committee. He outlined the expenditure that had been incurred on work on the council property at Rockley Avenue, saying this had amounted to a figure of £8,372 over the last two years. He said the office had been instructed not to permit any further work without close scrutiny by them.   
12. Correspondence

Rushcliffe Borough Council, Leadership Model consultation:
The Borough Council was suggesting in a letter to all councils there were just two options available in the consultation exercise currently being carried out but had now admitted there was a statement from the Coalition Government published in May that there was an item under Communities and Local Government which simply said "We will allow Councils to return to the Committee system if they wish". The chairman said the clerk has persisted in getting the information from the Borough Council who had originally said there was no such statement.

The meeting discussed the matter and unanimously agreed that the Borough Council should be told that the parish council would wish it to return to a committee system in the interests of good democracy. Concerns were expressed that all other councils in the Borough Council would be unaware of the additional option. 
13. Reports from Borough Councillors / County Councillors / Outside organisations

Coun. Mrs Cutts said she did not feel it appropriate for yellow lines to be put down on Vicarage Lane. She would seek comment from the Highways Department in regard to ‘No parking at any time’ signs. Her council was to carry out a survey in respect of the street lighting provision in the county, with the possibility of lights in certain areas being switched off during the night. It was hoped to be able to confirm the appointment of a crossing patrol officer for Bingham Road. But it was not possible to provide yellow lines there.

14. Date of next Meeting was confirmed for Monday October 18, 2010.

There being no further business the meeting closed at 8.25pm.
