1. Apologies were received from Couns. Mrs Georgia Moore and Gordon Moore, Coun. Mrs Kay Cutts (Notts County Council and Coun. Neil Clarke (Rushcliffe Borough Council). 
2. Chairman’s announcements
The council intended to organise a Green Day and originally planned this for Sunday March 14, but that date had turned out to be unsuitable and the proposition was that the item be raised at the next meeting of the Planning and Environment Committee for members to look at the matter again and to find a new date later in the year.

3. Declarations of Interest There were none.

Minutes of previous full Council meeting held on December 21, 2009, were accepted as circulated and signed by the chairman. 
5.
Clerk’s report on previous minutes 
The Borough Council Cabinet had approved action to bring into effect a Designated Public Places Order to restrict, where necessary, drinking in certain areas of the parish. Coun. Eddie Fearon, who had prepared the various reports for the Borough Council, was to speak on the matter in the public session.

Open Session for members of the Public to raise relevant matters, limited to 15 minutes on council business 

Standing Orders were suspended at 7.04pm to allow public participation.

Coun. Eddie Fearon, Rushcliffe Borough Council member, reported on the Designated Public Places Order that had been approved by the Cabinet and which would go to the next meeting of the full Borough Council for final approval. PCSO Adcock said they welcomed the move by the Borough Council and said it would assist them greatly in their efforts to deal with problems caused by drinking in public places. 

Standing Orders were reinstated at 7.10pm.

Police crime statistics and report 

PCSO Adcock gave a report on crime figures for the last month and said in January there had been 19 offences recorded as crime, including three assaults and four of criminal damage. There had also been two thefts of a motor vehicle. The officer spoke of the excellent work being carried out by special constables and said the police was grateful for the regular support they were giving to the full time officers.

The meeting gave a vote of thanks to the police for the work it was carrying out in the village.

Minutes of the Planning and Environment Committee meeting held on January 18, 2010, were presented by the chairman Coun. Rodney Brears and it was RESOLVED that the minutes be approved as presented and referred back to the committee. 

Coun. Brears said he was pleased that the Borough Council was not intending to impose charges for use of their car parks in the village. The committee would look at the suggested development of land near to the RSPCA if a planning application was submitted.

Minutes of the Amenities Committee meeting held on January 11, 2010, were presented by the chairman Coun. Mrs Josephine Spencer and it was RESOLVED that the minutes be approved as presented and referred back to the committee.

Minutes of the Grange Hall and The Grange Management Committee meeting held on February 8, 2010, were presented by the chairman Coun. Mrs Melanie McKechnie and it was RESOLVED that the minutes be approved as presented and referred back to the committee.

Minutes of the Finance and General Purposes Committee meeting held on January 25, 2010, were presented by the vice-chairman Coun. Peter Robinson and it was RESOLVED that the minutes be approved as presented and referred back to the committee.

Coun. Adams reported on his attendance at meetings of the Dayncourt School governors and said while there were still hurdles to be mounted he felt the plans for the future of the school were going well. But there were still falling roll numbers. Notts County Council was being supportive and it was hoped by September next year the new arrangements involving South Notts College would be in operation.

Annual Parish Meeting

The clerk reported the date had been arranged for April 8, 2010.

Comment was made on the method of advertising the meeting. The clerk said the next issue of the council newsletter was due out on April 1 but that would not suffice to advertise the meeting because of the time it took for the Scouts to complete the work of delivery. There were difficulties over the reliability of the current delivery system. The clerk was asked to investigate the possibility in the future of using e-mails for circulating the newsletter.

It was agreed the next issue of the newsletter be brought forward so that delivery might be effected where possible before April 8. It was also agreed that the office organise a large poster for display in the grounds of Grange Hall.

It was agreed that the Finance and General Purposes Committee would meet on October 4, currently a blank date, the Amenities Committee would meet on October 11, and the full Council would meet on October 18.
