2. Chairman’s announcements

3. Declarations of Interest
There were none.
4. Minutes of previous full Council meeting held on February 15, 2010, were accepted as circulated and signed by the chairman after it was reported that Rushcliffe Borough Council member Coun. Mrs Jean Smith had sent her apologies.
5. Clerk’s report on previous minutes 
A visit had been arranged to the Planning and Environment Committee’s next meeting by Mr Nigel Hamshere of the Greening Campaign.  It has been confirmed with Rushcliffe Borough Council that funding could be available if the council staged a campaign, but it was not available for funding a single day.  


The meeting was told that a group of Radcliffe residents were fund raising to enable a scheme to go ahead for a memorial to Samuel Morley, a Radcliffe resident born in 1829 and who received a VC award for his bravery in the Indian Mutiny of 1858. The council agreed that the scheme it had originated should proceed and that a decision be taken as to the siting of the intended plaque, within Grange Hall. It was suggested that if any funds remained they should be used in the direction of the History group at Dayncourt School. It had been suggested that the plaque should be unveiled on the Hero’s Day being organised by the council in August and that Mr Tony Highton, the originator of the Borough wide scheme, should be invited to unveil it.

Police crime statistics and report 

A police report on crime figures for the last month was circulated. Comment was made on the number of incidents involving criminal damage to motor vehicles. Reports from Borough Councillors / County Councillors / Outside organisations


Coun. Mrs Kay Cutts reported on the need to avoid political activities during the run up to the General Election on May 6.  She spoke of her attendance earlier in the day at a meeting dealing with the A46 road and spoke of the progress being made in the scheme to dual the road from Newark to Widmerpool.  She was asked if she could further requests for road gullies in the village to be cleaned and said there was a programme of work that was being progressed.

Coun. Neil Clarke said he had also attended the A46 road meeting and had been pleased to learn the work was well on schedule.  He spoke of the confirmation of use for all traffic to the Newton business park of the access directly off the A46 currently restricted just to road works traffic.

Coun. Eddie Fearon reported that Mr Derek Hayden had been appointed as the Community Partnership Leader at the Borough Council following the changes in the Ringmaster and Neighbourhood Watch scheme.

Coun. Mrs Spencer asked for an update on the situation in regard to the call for a pedestrian crossing near the Bingham Road School.

Report of Annual Parish Meeting


The clerk reported on the annual meeting that had been attended by over 140 people. He had been disappointed there had again been a failure in the delivery of the council newsletter that advertised the event and was investigating possible changes.
