Apologies for Absence were received from Couns. Dominic Tompkin and Mrs Jean Smith and the reasons accepted.

Declarations of Interest There were no declarations.
3.
Minutes of the full Council meeting held on October 17, 2011, were accepted as circulated and signed by the chairman.

4.
Chairman’s announcements


Coun. Mrs Georgia Moore proposed that an extra agenda item be added as a matter of urgency and was given the approval of the meeting for that. She said in order to progress the matter of the problems with the roof of Grange Hall she was proposing that the council send a letter to the hall contractors setting out the council’s position in regard to ensuring work would be undertaken to attempt to settle the continuing water ingress situation involving Trent Room and other parts of the building.

With the meeting approval the chairman asked Coun. Roger Upton to read out the letter that it was proposed should be sent, and that it be forwarded to Mr Adam Brown of Moore Construction Ltd with copies to R S Miller, the building roofers, Monier Redlands Ltd who manufactured the roof tiles, the architects Lewis and Hickey, Geoffrey Nicholls Associates and the National Federation of Roofing Contractors. 

Coun. Upton read out the proposed letter and it was approved by the meeting for immediate presentation to the named contractors.

Clerk’s report on previous minutes

The clerk advised members that Jenny Kirkwood, Team Leader Rural Officers for Rural Community Action Nottinghamshire, was to address the Planning and Environment Committee later in the evening on the subject of parish plans.   

6.
Open session for members of the public to raise relevant matters of council business, limited to 15 minutes

No members of the public were present.

7.
Police Contact Point: To accept recommendation that proceeds from the sale of the building would be used to redeem part of the debt with the Public Works Loan Board

The chairman of the Finance and General Purposes Committee Coun. Gordon Moore reported to the meeting on a changing position in regard to the original proposal concerning the income from the sale of the police contact point and said it was no longer considered appropriate to allocate the money towards paying off one of the existing PWLB loans. He was suggesting the money be invested with National Westminster Bank.

After his presentation the council chairman asked that for a matter of expediency delegated powers be given to the chairman and vice chairman of the Finance and General Purposes Committee to continue to deal with the matter of what was felt by them to be the most advantageous way forward for the council in regard to that matter. They would, through the clerk, keep everyone informed of their actions.

The meeting unanimously agreed that delegated powers be given to the two members to continue negotiations in regard to the future use of the income from the sale of the police contact point.
