1. Apologies were received from Couns. Wally Smith, Mrs Sarah Bailey and Philip Adams and co-opted member Mr Dave Barton.
2. Declarations of Interest There were none.
3.
Minutes of previous meeting held on March 29, 2010, were accepted as circulated and signed by the chairman. 
4.
Chairman’s announcements  

The chairman said traditionally the council has been responsible for providing lunch for the Rushcliffe Mayor when they attend the carnival. There was also a need for the council to provide an orange drink for 30-40 youngsters who would have been in the procession. Coun. Mrs Spencer volunteered to take on the responsibility. Comments were made on the duties of the organising committee on Carnival Day and the clerk was asked to point out they should appoint someone to check the toilets etc during the day. It was not expected the caretaker would necessarily be available all day.

The specially mounted photographs organised by members headed by Coun. Mrs Moore had now been erected in The Grange, upstairs in the office and downstairs including one in the Radcliffe Room and members expressed pleasure at them. One more was to be provided for The Grange reception area.

Clerk’s report on items from previous meeting There was nothing to report.

Housekeeping
The Grange  


Radcliffe Room screen: There had been a request for the council to consider provision of a film screen in the Radcliffe Room. Currently the ‘wall’ was being used for this and while it was fairly acceptable it was not very professional. The committee agreed that the office should source a screen and progress purchase of one up to a price of £350 similar to the one in the Trent Room at Grange Hall.
Grange Hall
Kitchen: The committee looked at the question of a replacement shutter on the kitchen serving hatch into the main hall. The idea of a soundproofing system had been discounted but from a health and safety point of view the very heavy shutter currently in use presented problems. The clerk was asked to investigate the possibility of providing an electric motor for the shutter. The bar shutter was seldom used and while it was of the same manufacture as the main hall, it was not suggested it needed replacing. There was a suggestion that a unit be sourced to act as a cover for the bar serving area.
Bar Licence: The council had been advised of new mandatory conditions that had been applied to the hall licence. By October 1 the council was required to put into operation an age verification policy that would require individuals who appear to the responsible person to be under 18 years of age to produce on request before being served alcohol, identification bearing their photograph, date of birth and a holographic mark. The committee decided that the age verification should be 21 years.
Notice board use: It was agreed that information such as giving details of doctors, dentists, trains, flood warning notices from the Environment Agency, etc be displayed on the village notice board. The clerk reminded the committee that Notts County Council under its new Local Improvement Scheme would provide a new village centre notice board.
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Stage overhead bars and curtains:  

It was agreed to proceed with the quotation from Specialist Theatre Services to supply the pair of curtains for hanging mid-stage at a cost of £474. The quoted labour cost of £628.70 to move the rear track and extend and fit the existing aluminum bar was approved but the proposed involvement of members of Radcliffe on Trent Drama Group in this task might lessen this cost. 
Sound system:

Although at the last meeting a decision had been made to proceed with the purchase of the patch panel (cost £225 – option 2), at the request of two councillors, this item was presented for discussion once more. A major regular hall user (18 days each year since 2004) had commented to the office that this would not solve the problem of the awkward controls that were in place currently and would not add good value to the system.  
Martin Featherstone had produced the three current options, and had recommended Option 3 (£270 including fitting) as the one to solve the problem. On a majority vote, members agreed to proceed with Option 3. 
Marketing/Leaflets/Website/Events

The Searchers – April 3, 2011: It was agreed the price of a ticket for the event would be £20. It was suggested the tickets should only be sold from the council office. Mrs Spray said she would accept responsibility for feeding the artists and their crew.  It was agreed the council produce large sized posters to advertise the event. 

Summer Heroes Fun Day – August 12: Arrangements were well in hand and there was confirmation the police – including for a period horses – fire service, ambulance and Radcliffe’s own Heart Start group would be represented. It was agreed the admission price again be £1 for adults with no charge for accompanied children. 

Summer Band Concert – Sunday September 12 at 3pm: Carlton Brass Band had been booked for this event, at a price of £350. It was agreed that the admission price for the event be £5. The council would run a bar.
Christmas Fair and Lights Switch on – Sunday November 28: It was agreed that this year the event should not take place. The alternative would be a Christmas type service in the parish church followed by light refreshments in Grange Hall and then a switch on, but no other activity and the clerk was asked to follow this up.

Over 65’s Christmas Party – Monday December 13: This would be held as usual. The admission charge would again be £1. 
Nottingham Concert Band Christmas Concert – Sunday December 19: This event would be held for the first time. It was agreed it should start at 2pm and tickets would be £3. The council would operate a bar.  

Coffee and Mince Pies Morning – Monday December 20: This was the annual event at which the council would again offer coffee and mince pies to residents. Advertising of the event has been somewhat sparse in the past and it was agreed an effort be made to improve this.

It was agreed that the council mark the 100th birthday of local resident Mrs Connie Miles on September 16. One suggestion was that she be guest of honour at the Band Concert on September 12. Mrs Miles was still very active and was the recipient of a Council Civic Award five years ago in recognition of her daily work of collecting rubbish, a task she still undertakes. 

A meeting of the Events Working Party would be held on Monday June 14 at 6.30pm.
Security   

Comment was made on possible problems that could be caused when drivers ignored the notices banning parking alongside the toilet walls of Grange Hall. A suggestion that yellow lines be provided was not supported. 
Maintenance 

It was reported that the scheme to replace the outside lights to Grange Hall had now been completed. It was agreed the cages remain off the lights but be retained for possible future use.
Staffing 
It was confirmed an assistant caretaker would be starting shortly for a trial period. The clerk was asked to advertise the post of a Hall Duty Manager with the intention of building up a bank of people able to assist. Concern was expressed that the use of the new apprentice groundsman for this duty because of his young age.
