Chairman’s Welcome

Coun. Mrs Georgia Moore took the chair and welcomed the 70 parishioners attending the meeting, in particular County Councillor Mrs Kay Cutts and Borough Council members.  

Three Civic Awards for 2010 were presented by the chairman to Annette Ayres, Mr and Mrs Chris and Alison Mackie and in absentia Dr David Spooner. They were praised for their public-spirited work and thanked for making Radcliffe a better place in which to live.

Minutes of the Last Annual Parish Meeting  
The Minutes of last year’s meeting held on April 8, 2010, had been distributed to all present, and were agreed and signed as a true record.

Statement of Accounts

Coun. Gordon Moore, as chairman of the Finance and General Purposes Committee, gave a brief presentation of the council’s audited financial statement for the year ended March 31, 2010. He said the finances had been managed within the set budget. He also commented on the unaudited outturn for the year ended March 31, 2011. He said the accounts were subject to rigorous checks by the auditors and he was pleased to say they were totally happy with the way the accounts of the council were managed. No questions were raised on the accounts.

Parochial Charity Fund Statement of Accounts

Former councillor Miss Mavis Guttridge, as chairman of the Jeffery Limmer Dole Charity, reported on the accounts, which have been distributed since 1617. Miss Guttridge said that during 2010 donations made amounted to £22,779 of which £7,679 was for special needs. She said the trustees were always willing to look at applications for funding that were in line with their aims.

Chairman’s Report

Coun. Mrs Georgia Moore summarised an active council year, and acknowledged and thanked all councillors, council staff and co-opted members for their hard work throughout the 12-month period, and also expressed a thank you to the parishioners attending the meeting. She commented on the continued success of the letting of Grange Hall and The Grange for functions, both offering best service and value for money. She highlighted the general parishioner welcome for the quarterly newsletter. She commentated on anti-social behaviour in the village and the good working relationship with the police, regretting the police decision to close the Police Contact Point, built for that purpose by the parish council in 2004. 

The chairman thanked the council staff for their work and also thanked the four committee chairmen and their members. She also welcomed the local Police Beat Manager Pc Steve Mathias and thanked him for his ongoing work in the parish.

The chairman introduced the chairmen of the individual committees and each of them gave a short presentation on the work of their committees. Coun. Gordon Moore presented a report on the completed accounts to March 2010, Coun. Rodney Brears on Planning and Environment, Dave Smith on Amenities and Coun. Mrs Melanie McKechnie on Grange Hall and The Grange.

General Question Time 

There were no written questions received by the office.  

Various subjects were raised by members of the audience including perceived extended parking in the Health Centre, illegal parking in the village and inconsiderate parking on Vicarage Lane. The police decision to close the Police Contact Point was also questioned. The decision to allow horse riding on the Cliff Top area was also raised again. A question was also raised on the Borough Council’s decision to charge £25 per year to empty green bins.

Coun. Neil Clarke, one of the Borough Council representatives for the parish, proposed a vote of thanks to the council and Coun. Mrs Kay Cutts also thanked the parish council and volunteers in summarizing some of the work of the County Council in respect to street lighting, proliferation of signs and positive results from the joint village walk around to identify immediate problems.

No further comments were made and after the chairman again thanked those who had attended she closed the meeting at 8.45pm.
