Apologies were received from Couns. Mrs Georgia Moore and Mrs Sarah Bailey.

Open Session for members of the public to raise relevant matters, limited to 15 minutes
Standing orders were suspended at 7.04pm to allow public participation.

Deborah Badcock, licensee of the Black Lion public house, expressed concerns at criticisms that had been made in respect of the annual Music and Real Ale Festival staged at the premises. She defended the event and said it attracted a lot of trade to the village.  A local resident had particularly complained about the noise from a 70th birthday party held around the time of the Festival.  The committee were unanimous in praising the licensee for her success in making the premises much more welcoming than they had been previously.  It was felt the Festival was a one-off occasion and as such was accepted. It was pointed out there was a need for a Temporary Event Notice to be obtained for such as individual parties etc.

A resident raised the question of overgrown trees on Cliff Way that were causing difficulty for people walking on the pavement. The clerk was asked to inform Notts County Council of the problem.

Standing Orders were reinstated at 7.19pm.

Correspondence
Parking, Bingham Road – Residents on Gatcombe Close and Eastwood Road expressed concerns on the effect on them if suggested restrictions aimed at alleviating congestion during arriving and going home times for the Infants school came into being. They said congestion on their roads was already extremely difficult because of the number of motorists who consistently park there causing severe congestion and at times preventing residents getting in or out of their properties. Any move to curtail parking on Bingham Road will drive even more vehicles on to their roads, already used they said for all day parking.  A Bingham Road resident said the position on their road had deteriorated over the years and motorists were now regularly to be seen leaving their vehicles totally on pavements. Criticism was voiced at the fact that some parents taking their children to school are not prepared to park sensibly and walk a few yards and take them on foot.  The clerk was to acknowledge the letters and explain that the council was looking into the concerns and was in touch with Notts County Council highways department on the matter.

A letter received from Mr R. Johnson in regard to noise from the Black Lion public house in the way of loud music etc. had been dealt with in the public session.     
Rushcliffe Borough Council advised of their Small Environmental Improvement Schemes Programme 2010/2011 and it was agreed the matter be deferred to the Amenities Committee.

Notts CPRE provided an update on Best Kept Village Competition for 2010 and said Radcliffe was in the final four in their section. The clerk reported the second phase of judging had been carried out.

Rushcliffe Borough Council advised of the announcement of the removal of the Regional Spatial Strategy and housing targets and its Leader Coun. Neil Clarke said his aim is for the Council to take the lead and move forward with a Rushcliffe planning policy as soon as possible.

Greening Campaign   
A report had been circulated with the agenda on notes taken from the Greening Radcliffe meeting held on June 23 when details were finalised for the public meeting on October 14. A second report was presented at the meeting prepared by Debra Easter in which she highlighted how the campaign on the village would be tackled. The public meeting on October 14 would be preceded on August 26 by a Steering Group meeting.  It was hoped to launch the campaign in early 2011. The chairman said he would be able to assist initially with funding if there were problems. Coun. Mrs Fiona Royce said she was pleased with the support so far being offered and mentioned that the junior and infants schools were supporting the overall idea.
