1. Apologies were received from Couns. Mrs Sarah Bailey and Mrs Georgia Moore.

2. Declarations of Interest Coun. Brears declared a prejudicial interest in Planning Application 10/00101/FUL and left the meeting during discussion on the item, with Coun. Mrs Josephine Spencer taking the chair for it.
3. Minutes of the meeting held on January 18, 2010, were accepted as circulated and signed by the chairman 
4. Chairman’s Announcements
The chairman commented on a press report that Notts County Council was considering imposing weight restrictions on various roads in the county, including on Shelford Road in Radcliffe. Members welcomed the news.
5.
Clerk’s Report on previous minutes 
The exhibition by Andrew Martin Associates concerning proposals for development of land in the area of the RSPCA kennels held at Grange Hall all Haon January 28 had been very well attended and had been a good public consultation event for the whole village. The land concerned covers around 300 acres. A total of 400 to 450 housing units would be proposed.

Open Session for members of the public to raise relevant matters, limited to 15 minutes
No members of the public were present.

Recent R.B.C. Decisions
 A list of the recent Rushcliffe Borough Council decisions was presented to the meeting and accepted.

Planning Applications
A number of planning applications were reviewed, as outlined on the annex page at the end of the minutes.

9. Applications subsequently received 

A further planning application was reviewed, as outlined on the annex page at the end of the minutes.

10.
Car Parking 

Parking problems outside the Infant School on Bingham Road and the need for a pedestrian crossing there were discussed and members agreed action was needed because of the fear of an accident. It was accepted that parents taking children to school and parked indiscriminately was the main cause of the problems. There was a need for a pedestrian crossing and the clerk was asked to write to Notts County Council to seek action on this. A meeting with Notts County Council’s School Road Safety Officer was to be held outside the school later in the week.
The committee felt the question of the use by the public of the Royal Oak public house car park should not be progressed at the present time.
11.
Green Day  
The committee agreed that further efforts be made to organise an event to highlight the question of a Greening Campaign in the village. The clerk was asked to contact Ruddington Parish Council where a campaign had been staged. It was agreed that further consideration be given to staging a Saturday event in The Grange later in the year. Coun. Mrs Royce offered to further investigate the overall question of a greening campaign.
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12.
Correspondence
Rushcliffe Borough Council advised of its Development Framework Core Strategy and provided consultation papers for completion by the public. The chairman took the papers provided to study.

Rushcliffe Borough Council wrote in regard to suggestions for naming for the new development proposed at 93 – 105 Bingham Road. The clerk was asked to advise members in the weekly Member’s Info Newsletter and to seek suggestions as the Borough Council was asking for a prompt response.
A number of letters had been received in respect of the possible housing development on land near the RSPCA. Because no application for such development had yet been submitted these were being held until the time it might be necessary to consider them.
Wastecycle Ltd wrote in regard to new landfill tax increases but members agreed that the service given by the Borough Council was satisfactory and no changes were necessary.
Communities and Local Government, through NALC, advised of an Anti-Social Behaviour seminar at Mansfield Civic Centre on Monday March 1 but it was not felt necessary for the council to attend.
Rushcliffe Borough Council advised of a planning appeal by Mr I Jordan against a decision by the Borough Council to refuse permission for the retention of a roof light at 16a Cliff Drive. The parish council had objected to the application.

Rushcliffe Borough Council wrote to confirm it had no proposals to bring in charges for car parking in Radcliffe at the present time.
13. 
Community Emergency Plan
Notts County Council was currently asking all local councils to assist in preparing a Community Emergency Plan for their own parish. The clerk had attended a meeting at Cropwell Bishop and would attend a further meeting on April 15 at the same venue. 
The plan being established for every village necessitated the compilation of a good deal of local information and to gather this into a useful publication would call for assistance from all members. It was proposed that the information required should be highlighted and then divided into sections for each member of the council to be asked to be responsible for collection of the necessary information. It was hoped to be able to provide the sections being allocated to each member on line, and the information would be able to be returned to the office in the same manner.
Notts County Council had also organised meetings on March 13 and 20 at Ollerton and Kirkby in Ashfield respectively from 12 noon to 4pm and the clerk said he would attend the one at Kirkby in Ashfield.
