Apologies were received from Coun. Wally Smith.
2.
Declarations of Interest There were none.
3.
Minutes of the meeting held on March 22, 2010, were accepted as circulated and signed by the chairman.
4.
Visit of Nigel Hamshere, of the Energy Saving Trust Greening Campaign

The chairman welcomed Mr Hamshere who outlined to the meeting the necessary work for the village to adopt the Greening Campaign. He said it was helpful if the council were closely involved but not exclusively, and it was necessary to hold a public meeting to bring together the village as a whole. Funding was available through Rushcliffe Borough Council and he would be happy to give his support and advice.  


He said currently there were 180 communities countrywide and in Rushcliffe those involved were Ruddington, West Bridgford and Kinoulton.  Since the campaign began it was estimated those supporting it had enabled 2200 tons of CO2 to be saved.


The committee agreed to support the formation of a group to stage the campaign and the clerk was asked to advertise a meeting to be called after the next issue of the newsletter in July and to use the council website to advertise the matter. Prior to that interested people would be asked to join together for a pre-public meeting. Mr Hamshere said the campaign needed to be community led.

Chairman’s Announcements

Comment was made on the number of trade sales stalls that from time to time appeared in the centre of the village and the possible effect this could have on permanent shops. The clerk said he had approached Rushcliffe and they had stated providing the stalls were on private land in front of existing shop premises they were in order, being an extension of the use of the shops concerned.

A resident, Mr M Bedford, spoke to the meeting on the need for improved cycling facilities for Radcliffe and asked for support for requests to the Highways Agency in regard to the situation alongside the A52 road from The Harlequin to the RSPCA kennels. He said it was highly dangerous to ride on the carriageway between the areas concerned. The clerk was asked to write to the Highways Agency in support of the call for improved conditions and to Notts County Council in regard to the erection of large poles that had been erected in readiness for cycle route direction signs in the village centre to ask why they were so large.

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11.
Correspondence
Notts County Council advised of the withdrawal of an application for retention and conversion of a mobile classroom for after school services at Radcliffe Junior School. A letter from Mr Trevor Chapman raised various items including the former Video shop, gangs of youths and banners at the RSPCA kennels. The clerk said that Rushcliffe Borough Council was currently investigating the question of the advertising signs at the kennels and had said planning permission was required for them. 

Mr Garry Gill wrote with a complaint over parking enforcement activity on a Charity Car Wash day in the village, saying a number of the people supporting the event had been ticketed while they waited for their cars to be washed. The clerk was asked to write to the authority concerned to express its disappointment at the action.

It was agreed to join the Notts CPRE annual Best Kept Village competition and to contact traders and organisations in the village to call for support for the entry. The clerk was asked to contact the property owners concerned after a letter expressing concerns on overgrown hedges on the outward bound side of Shelford Road had been received claiming that the width of the pavement was in parts reduced to a single width.

12.
Cricket ground pedestrian entrance


Comment had been made in respect of the heavy crossing use by pedestrians of the A52 road when attending the car boot sales event at the Radcliffe cricket ground alongside the dual carriageway. Three years ago the Highways Agency ‘closed’ the centre reservation safety barrier on the A52 that in effect cut off the pedestrian route to the ground for those people who would normally have crossed the main road from the village side exactly opposite the ground entrance. Anyone now has to climb over the centre barrier and there is a fear someone could trip and fall into the outside lane of the A52 road and into the path of traffic travelling towards Nottingham.


The clerk said the cricket club would be happy to join with the council in making a new approach to the authorities to get a change to the centre barrier. The committee was told that Mr M Bedford, a local resident, was already in contact with the Highways Agency in regard to this situation and the clerk was asked to write to them as well with a copy to the Notts County Council member Mrs Kay Cutts.

13.
Pedestrian crossing, Bingham Road


The clerk reported that Notts County Council are looking at the position of the traffic situation near the Infants School and may have someone interested in taking on the post of a school crossing warden. They also confirmed they are looking at the possibility of some measures on the highway outside the school such as a reduction in the width of the road or some form of crossing. They said the scheme was ‘quite high on the list’ of those being looked at.
