STATEMENT OF COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT CONSULTATION

The Borough Council has published the draft Rushcliffe Local Plan Part 2 for 

a 6 week period in order for representations to be made.  The representation 

period runs until 5pm on Thursday 28 June 2018. 

 

The draft Local Plan Part 2 includes policies and proposals for housing, Green 

Belt, employment, retail, open spaces, nature conservation and some other 

matters.
